Are we there yet?

No, I'm not talking about your
vacation, but the other destination
we’re all looking for — the bottom of
the recession. Some economists are
already saying this third quarter of
2009 will be the one that turned it around. Yet still others note that the
Midwest, which did not fall as far as some of the rest of the country, is
still in the grips of a lingering recession. There is evidence for either
conclusion. Job losses are continuing — by some reports Minnesota
lost more than 16% of its commercial and residential construction jobs
since June 2008, dropping more than 16,000 in the Twin Cities alone.
Yet the AP recently reported that the nationwide housing market is
beginning to recover in both existing home and new home sales, and
the Minneapolis Federal Reserve noted some recent improvement in
local housing numbers, including a 20% increase in closed home sales
for the metro area.

If we are at or near the bottom, can recent federal and state
government initiatives help our industry recover? With several
months of stimulus activity behind us, it seems like a good time

for an update on these efforts. Please join us at our next breakfast
meeting, when representatives from Minnesota Management and
Budget will discuss the state of Recovery Act construction spending
in Minnesota. Looking for specifics on a particular program?
Representatives from the Office of Energy Security and Department
of Transportation will be on hand to discuss stimulus spending on
the particular construction programs they administer. I hope to see
you there!

and renovation construction for Regions Hospital in St. Paul. The
$179 million overall project is designed to meet the growing and
highest-priority health care needs of the region, including critical
community health issues such as inpatient mental health and
emergency medical services.

Regions’ new 54,000-square-foot Emergency Center is now open,

as well as the hospital’s new main entrance on Jackson Street, along
with an adjacent 450-space underground parking ramp for patients
and their guests.
