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Jefferson County Board of County Commissioners recently
approved the final site plan for the development of the Mountain
West Business Center located with frontage on highway C-470 in
west Denver. This project is a development of Ojala & Company, a
Denver design/build developer, which was acquired by UNITED
PROPERTIES, a leader in real estate development and investment,
earlier this year. Building construction is scheduled to begin in late
2008.

When fully developed, the total project will include 300,000 sq. ft.
of flex-office space in 10 buildings. Phase one construction,
scheduled to be completed in 2009, will consist of six buildings,
totaling 200,000 sq. ft. The remaining 100,000 sq. ft. of
development is pending completion of phase one. Developer Allan
Ojala will oversee the development project, with leasing handled by
Fred Baker, director of leasing, United Properties/Ojala Realty
Advisors.

"We look forward to bringing this project to the market. We will be
including technological advancements designed for high-end users
both as building standards and optional upgrades," said Baker. "We
continue to have substantial market growth in west Denver and feel
confident this freeway frontage project will meet a market demand
in the tight west Denver office/flex/manufacturing market."
Buildings sizes will range from 20,000 square feet to 65,000 square
feet and will be available for lease and for sale. All buildings will be
divisible for smaller tenants.

Developer Allan Ojala has overseen the development project, with
leasing handled by Fred Baker, director of leasing, United
Properties/Ojala Realty Advisors. "This new space continues the
standard of bringing high-end office and manufacturing space to
the Coors Technology Park," Baker said. "We are very confident this
new flex space will be in high demand upon its completion."

County Road 110 and Chaska Creek. Based on soil borings
performed for planning of the project, the proposed bridge was
originally to be supported on driven piling foundations. Analysis
performed by AET showed that this design would be subject to
significant down drag forces acting on the abutment piles.

AET performed supplemental seismic cone penetration tests
(SCPTu), a high quality technique for subsurface exploration. This
investigation allowed analysis that provided data on soil strength
and thickness to support the use of spread footing foundations as
an efficient and economical solution for the bridge.

AET's innovative geotechnical analyses prevented a $1 million
construction overrun. Over 17,000 lineal feet of steel piling was
eliminated, conserving valuable resources and promoting
sustainability. In addition, sensors installed on the bridge have
provided invaluable data, which promises to enhance future bridge
designs. The project provides a new benchmark in what is possible
and proven for bridge support in Minnesota.
