PRESIDENT’S 
COLUMN

Dispute Resolution and 
the Successful Project

Disputes and claims can bring promising construction projects to a 
complete halt, if they are not handled properly.   In the current tight 
economy every dollar is important, and managing and avoiding 

disputes can make or break closely bid projects.  Simply put, a working 
knowledge of dispute resolution methods can mean the difference between 
profi t and loss in the today’s marketplace.  

Standard construction contracts address dispute resolution for much these 
reasons, and the entire project team is typically involved in resolving contract 
disputes.  Under the traditional AIA formula, for example, disputes are fi rst 
submitted to the architect for a determination.  Depending on the outcome 
of the Architect’s review, disputes are then be submitted to the consensual 
process of mediation before litigation or binding arbitration may commence.  
Subcontracts normally “fl ow down” the same mechanisms required by the 
Prime Contract, but sometimes may contain resolution clauses of their own.  
Dispute resolution boards or “DRBs” are likewise becoming more common, 
and one or more team members may fi nd themselves either before such a 
board, or serving on it.  

I hope you’ll join me on December 2, 2009, for MCA’s next breakfast program, 
when David Hammargren and I will discuss one aspect of construction 
disputes, the process known as alternative dispute resolution or “ADR”.  
Whether required by your contract or simply suggested by a counterparty, 
ADR is becoming the rule, not the “alternative.”  A working knowledge of the 
major ADR methods – mediation, arbitration, early neutral evaluation, and 
others – could make all the difference for your business, whichever role you 
play on the project team.

An early recognition of claim situations, and getting the parties to the meeting or board room 
to discuss and resolve such issues or other project disagreements, can be the critical difference 
between a profi table project and a fi nancially disastrous project.

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WCRA Assessment 
Will Impact Workers 

Compensation 
Pricing in Minnesota

The WCRA is a nonprofi t organization established in 1979 by 
the Minnesota Legislature to provide reinsurance protection 
for insurers’ and self-insurers’ most serious and expensive 

workers’ compensation claims. State law requires all Minnesota workers’ 
compensation insurers and self-insured employers to be members 
of the nonprofi t organization. Although chartered by the state, the 
27-employee WCRA runs on operating and investment revenue and 
does not receive state tax revenue.

As part of its role, the WCRA oversees a fund for payment of these 
largest claims which reported a $423.7 million defi cit at the end of 2008 
due to two issues: heavy losses incurred in their investment portfolio 
and their distribution of $1.2 billion in surplus monies in the late 90’s 
up until to 2002.

The WCRA Board of Directors determined that without an infusion of 
capital, it would be extremely diffi cult for the organization to WCRA 
assessment will impact workers compensation pricing in Minnesota 
restore its surplus position in the foreseeable future. Thus, to ensure the 
WCRA’s fi nancial solvency, the Commissioners of Commerce and Labor 
& Industry approved the Surplus Distribution Recovery Program on 
June 30, 2009. 

The Surplus Distribution Recovery Program requires assessments 
be made to all member insurance companies, self-insureds and 
policyholders, totaling $268 million and spread over the next fi ve years, 
beginning January 15, 2010. The portion of the assessment assigned to 
policyholders will appear as a line-item on your workers’ compensation 
policy premium calculation, and will be approximately 1.65% of 
standard premium. For the insurance companies and self-insurers, 
letters to sent to them in late July advising the details of their estimated 
2010 assessments.

manager by the Bois Forte Band of Chippewa to build the new 
45,000-square-foot Bois Forte Government and Community 
Services Facility in Nett Lake, Minnesota.  Located 40 miles south of 
the Canadian border in both St. Louis and Koochiching Counties, 
construction will begin this month and is expected to be completed 
in the summer of 2010.

Just last month, a severe fi re completely destroyed the Bois Forte 
Tribal Government Headquarters, which was home to the Tribe’s 
administration and fi nance offi ces, planning, leasing and grant 
administration, Tribal Employee Rights Ordinance (TERO) and 
language preservation program.  The building also housed the 
tribe’s planning, fuel assistance, information technology (IT) 
departments, a registrar and Tribal Council chambers.

Ironically planned before the fi re, groundbreaking ceremonies for 
the new facility will take place on August 11. Approximately 31 
people work in the offi ces and another 185 people are employed in 
related tribal services.

She is a senior vice president at Kraus-Anderson, 
which constructed the rebuild; and runs WOW! Events by Kraus-
Anderson, an award-winning special events boutique.  WOW! 
Events this year won two Star awards from the International Special 
Events Society (ISES) Twin Cities for “Best Non-Profi t Event” and 
“Best Use of Marketing/Graphic Design.”  

The new Glitz!, which is 25 percent larger than the former store, 
is already one of the top prom stores in America.  Its new theme, 
design and unique features will only complement its appeal and 
success.  London worked with Brett Beaudette, visual merchandiser 
for Mall of America, to design the store.

“We incorporated industrial elements with clean lines to simulate 
as well as stimulate the New York feel,” said Beaudette.  “Galvanized 
metal, concrete fl oors and bright white walls helped to create the 
overall theme, yet enhance the shopper’s focus on the unique 
selection of fashion dresses and fashion show runway events.”

To add to its draw, every Saturday during fashion season, Glitz! will 
be featuring designer trunk shows, with fashion runway shows and 
informal modeling.  The store’s graphics includes scenes of New 
York nightscapes.

Construction of the new $54.5 million, 185,000-square-foot Bemidji 
Regional Event Center (BREC) in Bemidji, Minn. is on schedule.   
Aside from the new stadiums underway for the Minnesota Twins 
and Minnesota Gophers, there are few large-scale projects currently 
under construction, and fewer outside of the Twin Cities.  The high-
profi le BREC project will be the largest arena ever built by Kraus-
Anderson (KA), one of the nation’s premier commercial general 
contractors and construction managers.  

This week, a major milestone for the project highlighted setting 
up the super trusses.  Super trusses are the main supports for the 
roof structure over the bowl of the arena and allow people an 
unobstructed view of the events that will take place in the facility.  

KA says there are three trusses in all, 28 feet-3 inches deep: two are 
267 feet long and one is 130 feet long.

• The trusses are made of 400 tons of steel, which took 28 truck 
loads to deliver. 

• There are 30 tons of connector plates.  Some of the connector 
plates weigh 9,000 pounds and are 4-1/2-inches thick.

• There are 14,000 bolts.  Drilling the holes for them took six weeks, 
working seven days a week, 24 hours a day.

• They were set using two 550-ton cranes.

In addition to Bemidji State University’s hockey programs, the Event 
Center will provide a venue for a full range of regional spectator, 
convention, and exhibition events, including touring shows, 
concerts, conventions, trade shows and festivals. The Event Center 

will include the arena, convention center and support areas.  The 
arena will have a capacity of 4,000 persons for BSU hockey and 
6,000 seats for concerts.  The Convention Center is comprised of 
10,000 square feet of dividable ballroom space and 4,000 square feet 
of meeting rooms.  The facility will also have an outdoor plaza area 
adjacent to the building.

WEBER, INC., a St. Paul, MN based General Contractor was 
recently awarded a contract for the construction of Meadowlark 
Family Townhomes Phase II in Lakeville, Minnesota.  

The 40 unite project is being built for the Dakota County 
Community Development Agency and was designed by LHB

In 
addition, the fl oors below and above the Brain Injury Unit also have 
patients requiring acute care.  

“Construction will require a tight scheduling time frame, shut down 
notifi cations, life safety measures, special work permits and noise 
restrictions,” said Cooper. “We will be in constant communication 
with the staff and facility personnel to ensure the safety of patients, 
staff and visitors, and to keep any disruptions to a minimum.”
